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A cursory examination of the administrative and legislative frameworks for the management of migration in the region tends to suggest that the concentration is on controlling immigration – the emphasis is on a one-directional movement. This paper contends that any regional policy must take into account irregular migration and human trafficking and the integration of migrants workers and their dependents in the context of free movement of persons under the Revised Treaty of Chaguaramas. At the same time, because migration has implications for other disciplines such as development, health, environment and culture, there must be policy coherence. Policy coherence at the regional level will depend on a number of processes. More specifically, while migration policy might properly be considered the domain of sovereign states, quite naturally each aspect of migration involves stakeholders other than governments. Therefore the building of a regional policy on migration must engage the business community, civil society, migrant associations and the like. This paper presents a case study of immigration policy in two CARICOM Member States, Antigua and Barbuda and Barbados. Anecdotally and statistically these two countries have been the recipients of large and steady flows of migrants from across the region and beyond. The policy framework will be discussed within the context of the aforementioned imperatives with recommendations on the way forward.
